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About Oil Based Clay 
Oil based clay will not dry out, but it will oxidize over time  and become difficult to work. Sometimes you can 
manipulate the consistency of the clay by mixing it with petroleum jelly, but this is hard work. Some oil based 
clays like Plastina contain sulphur and can't be used with silicone molding compounds. Plastina can be sealed 
with a coating of sealer or shellac but any coating of this type will take away some of the details of your 
sculpture. We recommend and use our Klean clay which is easy to work and won't react with silicones. Some 
oil based clays can be melted and poured into a mold. Preheating oil based clay will soften it and make it easy 
to work.  
 
Buying Guide 
If you are working on a large sculpture and need control over the finish, such as a pattern for a car, statue or 
other critical project get Klean Clay. If you are doing smaller projects, where softness is not an issue, or if you 
are using the clay to melt down to pour into a lifecasting mold then get the Modeling Clay. If you are doing clay 
animation get Modeling clay, which comes in colors. If you are making very small projects that need to be 
hardened by baking then get the Sculpty III, which also comes in colors.  
 
Klean clay has gone the way of the Earth. The old gentleman who made it used up the last of his chemicals and 
retired. He did, however, sell his formulas and equipment to a competitor, who has taken up the cause. The 
replacement clay is as follows:  
 
Oil Based Student Clay (ASTM Certified) 
This is a sulfur free clay, perfect for direct contact with tin cure silicone mold making  
compound. It comes in two colors, cream or brown. It comes in two hardness’s, Firm or  
regular in these configurations.

Water Based Clay 
 
Water based clay is simply that, clay mixed with water. It is usually very inexpensive but must 
be kept covered or it will dry out. Water based clay is easy to work when it has just the right 
amount of water, which is easy to manipulate. It is easy to remove from a mold with a water 
sprayer. Its disadvantages are equal to its advantages; it is often hard to control especially if a 
project goes into many days, it sags and separates easy, and it can't be used with plastics, 
epoxies or polymers.
